Arkansas State Society DAR pledged to donate $7500 toward the renovation costs of the 
Arkansas Box and Seal in Constitution Hall. We had planned to send half the amount to 
Continental Congress in June 2020 and the remainder by June 2022.  Arkansas Daugh-
ters did not want to wait, got busy and met the goal (exceeded, actually) by our state con-
ference date.  We had plans to make a grand BIG CHECK presentation to President Gen-
eral VanBuren during her State Conference visit on Opening Night.  However, those 
plans were dashed with the State Conference cancellation due to the corona virus pan-
demic. During the Executive Committee conference call on March 12, 2020, a motion was 
approved to send the donation to national after March 21, 2020, with the amount over

tion toward the President General's visit was $9300.  That covered the pledge and renovation costs of 6 seats.  State 
Treasurer Charline Manning is prepared to send the donation to national once we have the all clear due to the build-
ing being closed down during the pandemic situation.

This list found under the Treasurer General's website will help clear out some of your 
records. If you need a chapter project, perhaps now is the time to take this on and 
not just pass everything on to the next term. 

Record Retention Guidelines 
The following records should be retained for three years: 

¶ Bank statements and bank reconciliations 

¶ Cancelled checks for routine purchases/expenses 

¶ Expired insurance policies 

¶ Miscellaneous internal reports 

The following records should be retained for seven years: 

¶ Invoices 

¶ Expense records 

¶ Expired contracts 

¶ Revenue records (dues, sales, etc.) 

¶ Ledgers used to prepare financial statements 

The following records should be retained permanently: 

¶ Tax returns 

¶ Annual financial statements 

¶ Insurance records 

¶ Property records 

¶ Important legal correspondence 

¶ Minute books, including Secretaryôs Minutes which include annual Treasurerôs Report 

¶ Audit reports 

¶ Depreciation records 

¶ Cancelled checks for important payments, such as property purchases
